Proverbs 1:7  The fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge, but fools despise wisdom and discipline.

Proverbs 18:15 The heart of the discerning acquires knowledge.  The ears of the wise seek it out.

Philippians 2:2-3  All the treasures of wisdom and knowledge are hidden in Christ.

2 Timothy 2:15  Study to show yourself approved unto God, a workman who does not need to be ashamed, handling accurately the word of truth.

Simpler:

What does it mean to have a discerning heart?  Proverbs 18:1

Suggested Activities for Family/Class Times:

· Read Bible passages or stories together.  Let each person ask questions.  Write down new facts or knowledge gained from each reading.

· Table Talk: What are some things we know for sure?

· Table Talk: Let each person tell something new they learned that day.  Discuss what the most important things to know are.  

· Table Talk: What did you see or hear today that helped you know something about God?  How do we understand “God’s invisible qualities” from “what has been made”?  (Romans 1:20)
