Simpler:  


Discuss: What are specific things I can do at home or school to put others before myself?

Discuss: Do I have a “me-first” attitude or a “you-first” attitude?

Discuss: Why is it important to put others first?
Deeper:


Discuss:  Is there someone in my life I need to show kindness to today?  (Ephesians 4:32)

Discuss:  How can I honor my family, friends, and teachers above myself?  (Romans 12:10)

Discuss:  How does my love for others reflect my love for God?  (1 John 4:21)

Suggested Activities for Family/Class Times:

· Do secret or unexpected acts of kindness for other family members or Logos Prep students or parents/teachers.
· As a family, choose a person or another family to show kindness toward.  
· Find others around you to “put first” this month.  Prefer others above myself.
